From Our Organist, 
Marilyn Lee: 

 One doesnôt think of Sousa marches 
as ñchurch musicò, so to find one 
entitled ñThe Revival Marchò is a find, 
indeed!  This little composition will serve 
as our postlude. 
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 This year there were 35 college football bowl games, many sponsored by 
companies most have never heard of in locations most have never been to.  
Normally I would never care about watching Florida International v. Marshall, 
but lately I have become a little more interested than I used to be.  Three years ago 
I organized a family event, the Vaughan Bowl Championship.  We use the ESPN Bowl 
Mania site to have a friendly competition picking the winners of the games.
